· The amount EABF raises and can grant to applicants varies from year to year.  Please talk to us if you need further information regarding the scope of projects that EABF can fund.  EABF reserves the right to make a grant of only a portion of the amount requested.

Please answer the questions in the application to fully explain your idea/project.  Complete a separate application for each idea/project.  Attach additional pages or exhibits as needed.  Be sure to balance providing a full explanation, while being as succinct as possible.  All pages must be 8 ½ x 11 and be three hole punched on the left side.  Double-sided printing is encouraged.

Applications must be RECEIVED no later than August 31, 2011.

Applications that are late, don’t include the original signed application, don’t include the required eight copies, or are otherwise incomplete will not be considered until after all applications that meet the requirements.  Because there is a limited amount of funds, this may result in no funds being available, even if your project is worthy.
Grant funds will be disbursed to grantee organizations (or directly to vendors in the discretion of EABF) as necessary to fund the project.  Grant funds may only be used for the express purposes for which the grant was made.  Grant funds may not be transferred to another party (other than as payment for specific goods or services related to the idea/project) without the advance approval of EABF.
All Grant funds must be used within one (1) year of being awarded.  If the grantee determines that the project will not be implemented, the grantee must notify EABF and return all remaining Grant funds to EABF within 10 days of such determination.
Grantees are required to submit quarterly and final reports to EABF detailing the progress of the project and the use of the grant funds.  All unused grant funds must be returned to EABF.
